e 70 behold deeper levels of His glory,
there must come a voluntary conditioning
so our spiritual eyes and ears can tune to
His frequency.

eWe cannot grasp hidden levels of glory
with the natural mind.

eWe try to fit it into our grid of past

understanding or present theological
models.
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2 Peter 3:8: “But, beloved, do not forget this one
thing, that with the Lord one day is as a thousand
years, and a thousand years as one day.”

06000 years of human history have finished.

eThese are six, thousand-year days
according to 2 Pet. 3:8.

oAt the end of each thousand-year day, there
was a direct intervention from the Lord
through someone who would obey and lead
in the transition into the next day of God’s
calendar.
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The Six Thousand-Year Days of History:
eFirst Day (4K — 3K B.C.) —
e Noah was prepared by God for the flood
and a new world.
eSecond Day (3K — 2K B.C.)—

e Abram became the “friend of God,” and
the fullness of Messianic redemption was
set in motion.

e2.5 Days — Moses was raised up and
the glory of God offered, but refused.

What Are We Fighting For?

The Six Thousand-Year Days of History:
eThird Day (2K - 1K B.C.) —

eBegan with David changing the whole

order of worship and the way God related
to man.

e God'’s unveiled glory came into the midst
of His people, and all nations saw it.
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The Six Thousand-Year Days of History:
eFourth Day (1K B.C. - 26 A.D.) —
eFnded with John the Baptist being set
apart as a forerunner; the glory of God
overshadowed the humble, obedient
virgin;, the God-man was born and
redemption accomplished.
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The Six Thousand-Year Days of History:
oFifth Day (26 A.D — 1K A.D. - 1rst “N.T.” Day) —
e Started at Pentecost (Day of Grace).

eThe Lord incarnated Himself and
manifested apostolic power, authority
and government.

e This era continued through the fifth
day until the “Nicolaitanes’ manifested.
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The Six Thousand-Year Days of History:
oFifth Day (26 A.D — 1K A.D. - 1rst “N.T.” Day) —
e The Church went into the “Dark Ages.”
e Religious form and ritual replaced the life
and power of the Head in the body.
e The church had a new headship — man,
instead of the Lord Jesus.
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The Six Thousand-Year Days of History:
eSixth Day (1K - ~2K A.D. - 2nd “N.T.” Day)-
e Bernard of Clairveaux received a revelation
of the Lord as Bridegroom — His beauty,
grace, and headship.

6.5 Day (1517) — Martin Luther restored
salvation by faith, the priesthood of all
believers and “teachers” to the body of Christ.

0100 vears later, Baptists established local,
autonomous churches and “pastors” were
restored to the body of Christ.
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The Six Thousand-Year Days of History:
eSixth Day (1K - ~2K A.D. - 2nd “N.T.” Day)-
0100 years later (1700's), the Wesleys
received a revelation that salvation should
be evident through a life of holiness.
eo“Evangelists” were restored to the
bodly of Christ.
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The Six Thousand-Year Days of History:
eSixth Day (1K - ~2K A.D. - 2nd “N.T.” Day)-

eDec. 31, 1901 in Topeka Kansas, the baptism
in the Holy Spirit came.
eActs 1:8 was now restored to the body
of Christ.

eGreat persecution followed each
movement of walking on with the Lord.
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The Six Thousand-Year Days of History:
eSixth Day (1K - ~2K A.D. - 2nd “N.T.” Day)-
e About forty years later, the “Latter Rain”
movement came, and supernatural gifts,
healing, mighty displays of power, and

prophets were restored to the body of
Christ.
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The Six Thousand-Year Days of History:
eSixth Day (1K - ~2K A.D. - 2nd “N.T.” Day)-
e About thirty years later, the Charismatic
visitation came, and God’s purpose of
restoring apostles and apostolic authority
was not received.
eThe “wine’ was received, but the
“baptism of fire” was not.

e Prosperity perverted many, and many
visible leaders fell.
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The Six Thousand-Year Days of History:
eSixth Day (1K - ~2K A.D. - 2nd “N.T.” Day)-

e /n the 1980s, the Holy Spirit began to stir
up people to intercession, prayer, worship
and intimacy.

e The Tabernacle of David restoration
process had begun, and God’s plan of
establishing His government was set in
motion.
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The Six Thousand-Year Days of History:

eSeventh Day (2K - ?? - 3rd “N.T.” Day) - 1990s
to present —

eThe Lord is releasing the Spirit of Elijah
(fullness of prophetic ministry) to bring forth
forerunners to prepare an apostolic
generation — a _bride — to be joined to the
Head in intimacy and vital union, so His
kingdom government (justice) can finally be
established, and all of His enemies placed
under His feet (Psalm 110:1; Heb. 1:13).
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The Six Thousand-Year Days of History:

eSeventh Day (2K - ?? - 3rd “N.T.” Day) - 1990s
to present —

e What /s “judicially” true of us (our position
in Christ), must become a reality in
experience or Christ's death and
resurrection  (redemption) will have
proved to be a failure by the enemy.
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The Six Thousand-Year Days of History:

eSeventh Day (2K - ?? - 3rd “N.T.” Day) - 2990s
to present—

e Apostles, apostolic ministry, authority
and government will be restored and the
“fire” of God’s glory will arise in the
church (Isaiah 60:1-3; Zech. 2:5; Isaiah 2; 4:2-
6; etc.).

e This is the beginning of the fullness of
the “kingdom age” (see Daniel 2:31-45).

eJohn 2:19-21: “Jesus answered and said to
them, ‘Destroy this temple, and in three days I will
ralse it up.’ Then the Jews said, ‘It has taken forty-
Six years to build this temple, and will You raise it
up in three days?’ But He was speaking of the
temple of His body.”

eMark 16:2: “Very early in the morning, on the
first day of the week (the 3" day), they came to
the tomb when the sun had risen.”
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We have now entered the 7th or 3rd (N.T.) day.

eExodus 19:16-18: “Then it came to pass on the
third day, in the morning, that there were thunderings
and lightnings, and a thick cloud on the mountain, and
the sound of the trumpet was very loud, so that all the
people who were in the camp trembled. And Moses
brought the people out of the camp to meet with God,
and they stood at the foot of the mountain. Now Mount
Sinai was completely in smoke, because the LORD
descended upon it in fire. Its smoke ascended like the
smoke of a furnace, and the whole mountain quaked
greatly.”
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We have now entered the 7th or 3rd (N.T.) day.

eExodus 19:16-18
e God offered Israel the opportunity to be this body
Jjoined to Him as His bride, but they rejected it
because the consuming fire had to come within.

e A/l that is not of Him must be burned out

eWe are entering the kingdom age where a
purifying fire of God will come and carry His
seal and power.

eOnce this fire is released within, His
government will be released.
